As children we do not accept bullying and will report it to a responsible adult.

We respect all living things.

We try to make everyone happy.

When we follow this Code of Conduct especially well we are rewarded.

A letter/certificate to our parents saying what we have done very well.

We earn a time to choose our activities.

We are awarded merits.

When we do not meet our expectations expressed in the Code of Conduct we undertake some of the following sanctions.

Say sorry and write a letter of apology.

Not bringing a toy for a week.

Working at playtime or lunchtime.

Help the dinner ladies tidy the hall.

Ban football when we cannot play fairly.

Work outside our class for a period of time.

Be separated from our friends for a period of time.

Pick up the litter in the school playtime and lunchtime.

Carrying out extra work at home.

Leave the school.
