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	INTENTION
· Redirect or refocus either the teacher’s or the learner’s actions to achieve a goal
· Be specific, accurate and clear
· Encourage and support further effort
· Be given sparingly so that it is meaningful
· Put the onus on students to correct their own mistakes, rather than providing correct answers for them
· Alert the teacher to misconceptions, so that the teacher can address these.
· Meaningful, manageable and motivating 


	IMPLEMENTATION
Providing Feedback to pupils (The following applies to all subjects)
In class feedback: 
At Rayleigh Primary School, we believe that pupils make the most gains in lessons when feedback is immediate and misconceptions are addressed at the point of learning. Therefore, we have adopted an ‘In the Moment’ feedback approach in all subject areas.

Throughout independent learning stages of a lesson, the class teacher and learning support assistants use their time to support and guide individuals or groups of pupils as errors occur or further challenge is required. 

The teacher uses a range of formative assessment strategies within their class (diagnostic or planned hinge questions, mini whiteboards, cold calling, talk partners, etc) to ensure that all pupils are involved in the feedback process. This allows teachers to adapt teaching to personalise the learning for each student, when necessary, in real time. 

Rapid and responsive interventions are also used and are delivered by teachers or teaching assistants. These take the form of a pre-teach, in-lesson intervention and/or a post-lesson intervention.

Self-Assessment/Peer Assessment:
Children are guided to self-evaluate throughout the learning process at key stages of lesson times. As children progress through the school, they are expected to undertake deeper reflections on their learning. Below are some examples of how children may self evaluate their learning:  

In KS1, children are guided to use a smiley face to self-assess:
☹️ = I need more help; 😐= I need more practice; 🙂 = I have fully achieved this LO.

In KS2, a triangle system next to the LO (one side = I need more help; two sides = I need more practice; full triangle = I have fully achieved this LO; children are guided to supplement this with short, appropriate written statements in blue pen at the bottom of their work (e.g. I can use relative pronouns but do not understand where to put the commas yet). 
Peer assessment is used in a similar fashion (green pen). 

Marking: 
Teachers are expected to mark all work recorded in exercise books. Depending on the learning, some work may require deeper levels of written feedback than others. The minimum expectation is that in all recorded English and Maths work, basic skills errors seen are marked (according to the marking code*) and children are given time to respond regularly, at the teacher’s discretion, as per the needs of the children and their progress.
Written feedback will model all aspects of our presentation/handwriting expectations.
· When determined appropriate to use, written feedback be linked to the L.O and an achievable next step if required. These are always positively phrased. 
· This may include identifying specific issues such as key words, presentation issues, spellings, etc; pupils should act upon these. When marking occurs in books:
· Teacher marks and writes in pink pen. 
· Children’s corrections and/self assessments are written in blue pens. 
· Green pens are used for peer feedback as appropriate.

All work will be reviewed in a timely fashion, however, in line with our ‘in the moment’ feedback practices, there is no expectation for unnecessary written feedback in books.

Formative assessment:
Teachers ensure that they formatively assess the class during and after the session in order to adapt the learning appropriately for individuals / groups / the class. 

IMPACT
Pupil articulation of learning
As a result of our ’In the Moment’ feedback system, children should be able to articulate what they are learning, how they are learning it and how they are improving on it during a given lesson. 

Marking and regular opportunities to reflect on their learning will allow children to celebrate, understand and build on their successes and meaningfully approach areas for improvement after a given lesson, and to understand where they are on the learning journey/how to get to the next stage. 

	*When written marking occurs, the following code is used by staff and pupils, as appropriate. Symbols are introduced to the children gradually and they build year on year.
